Search Warrant Yields Indoor Marijuana Grow

On Monday August 25, deputies from the Anderson County Sheriff’s Department served
a search warrant on Dutch Lane in Briceville.  Investigators of the Special Operations Unit
had obtained the search warrant as part of a drug investigation.

Several marijuana plants were found growing
both in a garage and outside at the residence.
Deputies seized 138 cultivated marijuana
plants with an estimated street value of some
$207,000.00.  Lights and other items used to
grow and sell marijuana were also seized.

The resident was not at home upon officers arrival.  Another person at the residence, Luke
Aaron Cox , 26, of 161 Dutch Lane, Briceville, was taken into custody on an outstanding
warrant for Probation Violation.
