Indoor Marijuana Grow Found After Search Warrant

On Wednesday June 10, deputies from the Anderson County Sheriff’'s Department served a
search warrant at a rental home on Nig Longmire Road in Andersonville. Investigators with the
Special Operations Unit had obtained the search warrant as part of a drug investigation.

Several marijuana plants were found growing
inside the residence. Deputies seized 151
cultivated marijuana plants. The plants ranged
from new and very small to as much as five feet
tall. Lights and other items used to grow and sell
marijuana were also seized.

The two residents who rent the property were not at home upon officers arrival. Neither
returned to the residence. Both were identified and warrants were obtained. The owner of the
property was not involved and was unaware of the grow operation.

On Monday, June 15, Kenneth Fredrick Kanipes, Jr , 45, was arrested and booked into the
Anderson County Detention Facility. He was released on $10,000.00 bond. Shirley Diane
Smith, 43, was arrested on Wednesday June 17. She is currently being held on $75,000.00
bond. Both were charged with Manufacture of a Controlled Substance (Marijuana).
